The Granit
solution ensures its IP67 sealing remains intact, even under harsh treatment.

Barcodes make data entry faster and more accurate, maximizing productivity in your
operations. However, damaged and low quality barcodes can make transactions
slow and painful. Bad labels commonly occur in warehouses, DCs and industrial
environments due to low quality printing or damage during handling. Granit XP is
built on Honeywell's next-generation imaging platform, integrating a high-resolution
sensor and enhanced decoding algorithms to quickly and accurately read barcode
symbols. Granit XP ensures that otherwise challenging labels do not create a
bottleneck in the process.
